Ova izlozba temelji se na ideji stvaranja
jedinstvenog prostora u kojem se susrecu
likovnost i nogomet, dvije sfere koje oblikuju
identitete i zajednice na razliCite, ali snazno
povezane nacine. Galerijski prostor transformira se
U mjesto koje evocira atmosferu stadiona,
prenoseci dinamiku, strast i zajednistvo koje
obiljezava nogometnu kulturu.

Jedan dio postava posvecen je repliciranju
tribina. Time se posjetitelju omogucuje da uroni u
iskustvo kolektivne energije i navijacke strasti, ali i
da preispita njihov odnos prema umjetnosti u
takvom kontekstu.

Drugi dio izlozbe oblikovan je poput
nogometne svlaCionice — prostora intime i
zajednisStva. U njemu se ispreplicu teme identiteta,
pripadanja i rituala koji oblikuju i igrace i navijace.
Dresovi, pehari i drugi simboli evociraju slojevite
price o individualnom i kolektivhom identitetu,
dok umjetnicke interpretacije prosiruju
razumijevanje tih iskustava.

Poseban naglasak stavljen je na vizualnu
kulturu navijackih skupina: zastave, Salovi, grafiti,
boje i simboli, koji kroz umjetnicku reinterpretaciju
postaju most izmedu stadiona i galerije.
Koristenjem razlicitih medija - slika, instalacija —
izlozba otvara prostor za promisljanje o bogatstvu i
slozenosti navijackih izraza.

Ovaj multidisciplinarni postav potice
dijalog izmedu umjetnosti i sportskog iskustva,
otvarajuci pitanja o identitetu, zajednistvu i
kulturnim vrijednostima. Kroz istrazivanje
navijackih skupina i njihovih rituala, simbola i
ideja, izlozba nastoji pribliziti posjetitelju nacin na
koji sport oblikuje drustvo, lokalne zajednice i
kulturnu bastinu.

Izlozba poziva da zajedno razmislimo o
tome kako se kolektivna energija stadiona pretace
u umjetnicke izraze i kako se u tom prijelazu
otkrivaju novi oblici razumijevanja kulture i
zajednistva.

This exhibition is based on the idea of creating a
unigue space where art and football converge,
two spheres that shape identities and
communities in different yet deeply
interconnected ways. The gallery is transformed
into a place that evokes the atmosphere of a
stadium, conveying the dynamism, passion and
sense of togetherness that characterise football
culture.

One part of the display is dedicated to
recreating the stands. This allows visitors to
immerse themselves in the experience of
collective energy and fan fervour, but also to
reconsider their relationship with art in such a
context.

The second part of the exhibition is
designed like a football changing room — a space
of intimacy and camaraderie. Here, themes of
identity, belonging and ritual intertwine, shaping
both players and supporters. Jerseys, trophies
and other symbols evoke layered stories of
individual and collective identity, while artistic
interpretations expand the understanding of
these experiences.

Special emphasis is placed on the visual
culture of fan groups: flags, scarves, graffiti,
colours and symbols, which, through artistic
reinterpretation, become a bridge between the
stadium and the gallery. By using different media
— painting, installation — the exhibition opens up a
space for reflection on the richness and
complexity of fan expression.

This multidisciplinary exhibition fosters
dialogue between art and the sporting
experience, raising questions of identity,
community and cultural values. Through the
exploration of fan groups and their rituals,
symbols and ideas, the exhibition seeks to
familiarise the visitor with the way in which sport
shapes society, local communities and cultural
heritage.

The exhibition invites us to reflect
together on how the collective energy of the
stadium is translated into artistic expressions,
and how new forms of understanding culture
and community emerge in this transition.
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
